QUALIFICATIONS

Line 1: Age 65 or over for the entire year. Enter your date of birth (must be
prior to 1957).

Line 2: A disabled veteran for the entire year. Enter the date disability began.
A disabled veteran means a person who is a resident of Kansas and has been
honorably discharged from active service in any branch of the armed forces of
the United States or Kansas national guard and who has been certified by the
United States department of veterans affairs or its successor to have a 50%
or greater permanent disability sustained through military action or accident or
resulting from disease contracted while in such active service.

Line 3: The surviving spouse of a claimant who was either a disabled
veteran or person 65 years of age or older for the entire year. Enter the date
the claimant became a surviving spouse.
